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2. SECTION B: Multiple concurrent partners (MCP)
“I have my main boyfriend whom I have sex with because he is my boyfriend. But you find you meet someone else and become close to that person. You are going to have sex with him for a different reason. That is not because he is your boyfriend, but maybe just that you have grown close to him” (FGD, Female 20-30, Gauteng) – CADRE research on MCP
2.1  Introduction

MCP means that a man or woman has more than one sexual partner at the same time and the partners can overlap for weeks, months or years. Having many sex partners at the same time means more risk for HIV infection and it means you are part of a sexual network. A sexual network is a connection (visible or invisible) that involves three or more people and is mainly shared through a sexual relationship. Some people in the network are aware that they are in the network, whilst others are not aware.  There are many reasons why people find themselves in a sexual network, some of the reasons include; transactional sex (sex for money), sexual dissatisfaction with main partner, and other self proclaimed reasons such as uncontrollable sexual urges or too much alcohol!
A study conducted by CADRE on concurrent sexual partnerships among young adults in South Africa reveals that:
· By age 19, most young South Africans have had sex

· The proportion of people exposed to concurrent partners and wider sexual networks is higher than those who aren’t

· The concept of the ‘main’ partner and ‘other’ partners is a popular one 

· Concurrent relationships also occur as a product of previous relationships not formally terminated.

· There is a general acceptance of people being the ‘other’ partner, particularly if it is agreed upon and known at the onset of the relationship

· Faithfulness is not necessarily understood as being monogamous. Rather, this concept is related to the notion of protecting the ‘main’ sexual partner from the knowledge that one is being unfaithful

· Having a child together creates a bond that extends to maintaining an ongoing sexual relationship even when the parents are no longer together

· Concurrent partnerships are also initiated because of emotions that engender feelings of being wanted by more than one person, being drawn to ‘love’ for more than one person and avoiding loneliness

· Sexual ‘need’ including the need for ‘good’ sex, or particular forms of intimacy contribute to having more than one sexual partner at a given time

· Time taken between meeting someone and initiating a sexual relationship is not particularly long – in some instances, within a few days after the meeting

· Casual sex and HIV risk in the context of alcohol consumption is also related to daring and a diminished fear of infection  

· One-night stands may extend beyond a single sexual encounter, but are not considered to be anything more than informal arrangements oriented around sex. 

· Having many partners is also seen as strongly linked to being male, and notions that this phenomenon has long been part of human culture

· Failure to conform is noted to lower one’s status, whereas conformity and having many girlfriends is seen to increase respect from one’s peers

· Being unemployed results in needs for basic items such as food or money. Sexual exchange provides a means for survival
· Loving one’s main partner, and by implication, trusting him or her, diminishes the likelihood that condoms will be used. 

2.2 Responding to the call
The above-mentioned and other similar researches reveal some shocking realities that are not easy to accept; yet we see this in our daily lives through programmes such as “cheaters – uyajola” and we sometimes laugh it off, when this is actually putting people at risk of contracting HIV. Although sometimes a difficult thing, communication is the key to most of these ‘locked doors’.

Some of the national campaigns responding to this call include onelove and scrutinize. Both are unique campaigns addressing this and other issues.   
onelove
Onelove is a unique campaign which is rolling out across Southern Africa from October 2008. It aims to:

· raise awareness of the risks of MCP

· get us talking and thinking about our sexual choices and practices

· look at the positive – not moralising or blaming

· create a public debate about how culture and gender impact on the AIDS epidemic
· challenge harmful cultural values that put us at risk

This campaign is a direct response to the research conducted in several Southern Africa countries, this including research done by CADRE on concurrent partnerships amongst young people in South Africa. 
onelove messages

onelove represents a significant departure from the conventional ‘ABC’ approach: it deals with the complexities of relationships, and gender and culture. It tackles the underlying drivers of the epidemic.

If you love someone, you will protect and respect them by not having another secret partner. Secrets don’t protect.

Having multiple concurrent partners puts you and your loved ones at risk of not getting infected with HIV. A safe relationship means: 

· no secrets and lies
· communicating effectively

· challenging cultural practices that support MCP

· respect and equal rights for and between men and women

· societies must support and encourage safe relationships

onelove exercise: 

Which of the above-mentioned statements do you disagree with and why? 

Which of the statements do you agree with and how would you suggest that these be implemented? 
SCRUTINIZE
Scrutinize is a unique campaign partnership that brings together the collective efforts of various agencies and creatives responding to various research findings on the drivers of HIV in South Africa. 

Scrutinize tells a story of Victor, a taxi driver who is on a mission to Flip HIV into H I Victory. On his quest to overcome HIV, he is joined by other famous celebrities who all help to Scrutinize the sexual partnerships and behaviours that place young and old people at risk of HIV so that together we can flip HIV to H I Victory.

Scrutinize messages:

· Scrutinize (undercover HIV)

· Scrutinize (what’s my risk)
· Scrutinize (Condom wise)

· Scrutinize (undercover lover)

· Scrutinize (love words)

· Scrutinize (booza brain)

· Scrutinize (Sugar Surprise)

2.3 Conclusion

Encouraging constructive communication by engaging in dialogues as well as communicating clear messages regarding MCP are some of the ways in which the issue can be understood. A lot of national campaigns are doing their best to encourage open communication, but the remaining challenge is behavior change – internalizing the message!

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1. SECTION C: Minutes of the January 2009 bua@AC session

Background and disclaimer
Bua is a Sotho word meaning, “talk”; it was commonly used at activists’ meetings in the apartheid struggle. When one was making a valid point and the supporters wanted to support his/her statement, they would just say “Bua”, which encouraged freedom of expression. These sessions also encouraged networking, comradeship and skills transfer. This epitomises the AC monthly meetings, hence – bua@AC.

The AIDS Consortium bua sessions stand out as a pioneering initiative, bringing together over 100 HIV and AIDS and human rights activists monthly to discuss topical issues, hence a different theme each month. These have taken place for 16 years and are thus renowned in the sector. 

The objectives of these Bua sessions include, but are not limited to: 

· Networking and community profiling platform for affiliates 

· Forum to promote discussion and debate on topical and controversial themes, driven by the affiliate body.  

· Skills transfer and sharing the latest HIV and AIDS information through researched information presented at each meeting in an information pack 

· Mechanism to share community news and events

· A place to express views, which can influence strategy at local, provincial and  
national level. 

Our mandate is therefore to stimulate debate and controversy, so that together we can eradicate confusing messages, myths and beliefs that continue to drive incidence, human rights violations and stigma and discrimination. All views are therefore heard, debated and captured.

Outcomes: 

· To equip people with tools to plan for a balanced life

· To share The AIDS Consortium’s 2009 strategy

· To launch the “HEROES” campaign

1. Opening and Welcome

Rhulani introduced herself, welcomed everyone to 2009 and to the meeting. She then opened the floor for everyone to meet new people.

2. Candle lighting

Rhulani called upon an affiliate to light a candle as tribute to people who have lost their lives to the epidemic, and an expression of solidarity in the fight against AIDS, stigma and discrimination. A moment’s silence was observed. 
3. Adoption of minutes

A correction was made on one of the attendant’s names, Gema needed to be Genna. With the recommended amendments, the minutes were adopted by Sindi Solobe   and seconded Emma Hlophe.

Ice breaker by Gerard Payne:  “stand up, go to someone you’ve never met before and give them a compliment”. 

This exercise made people comfortable and prepared them for the next item on the agenda.

4. Relaxation exercise by Denise Hunt

Denise: asked everyone to relax, sit comfortably, close their eyes and reflect on everything that has happened last year. While everyone closed their eyes she asked them to inhale all the good things, light, new opportunities and happiness that life has to offer them, and exhale all the bad vibes, the tension, bad thoughts, sadness, grief etc. The exercise ended with a pledge for everyone to take care of themselves and then to give their best in the fight against HIV, stigma and discrimination. 

5. Motivational talk by Mnqobi Nyembe

Mnqobi: I’m talking to people who are trying so hard to help others meet their needs, and in that process they forget about their own needs. Until you know who you are, you can’t go out there and help others know who they are and meet their needs. He talked about the effect of a magnet, that it has two opposite sides. The one side attracts and the other repels, and people are like that. When you attract bad things in your life, you repel the good things. He did a phone exercise: he asked people to scroll on their contact lists in their cell phone and check all the people on that list, the people you have on your contact are the people you attract and all of them have one thing in common, YOU! Sometimes we want to attract certain people in our lives but we don’t succeed, this could be due to the behavior that repels people from you like attitude and being unapproachable! 

Due to time constraints Rhulani had to skip item #6 on the agenda. She encouraged people to go to the exhibitors and check out what they have in store for them.

Rhulani introduced Carmen Derito (SA Life College Operations Director) and briefly gave some background about her. 

Carmen played a video clip about the historic background of SA Life College. She then asked Mnqobi to kick off with an ice breaker to set a comfortable mood for everyone in the room.

6. Life Balance by Carmen – please refer to presentation attached
Topics

· Life balance and life purpose

· Defining your life balance

Carmen: asked people to do some self introspection by going through the questions and answer them their own and they didn’t have to share them with the group.  

 These are the five questions; she also requested that people write the first answer that came to their mind.

1. Do I feel like I am in charge of my life?

2. Do I sometimes feel like life is happening to me and I spin out of control?

3. Am I spending my time on the things that truly matter?

4. How open minded am I really?

5. Am I living my legacy?

Carmen then opened for comments from floor, some of which were: 

· These are the question you usually ask ourselves but we don’t follow those because we are comfortable with the way things are.

Carmen:  asked people to look at the pictures projected on the screen (slides 3 & 4 on presentation) and share their views

Picture #1 (slide 3) – Balanced Scale
Are you striving for balance, is this life you want?

Comments from the floor: 

· Both these scales are empty

· Life is 50/50

· It’s inspiring to introspect and try to balance my life and really think life should be as perfect as the scale

· Balance is not challenging, everything is stopped when you decide on living a balance life because it’s like you shutting the only door for growth, development and empowering yourself.

Carmen assured everyone that every comment made here today was correct, it just depends on how you as an individual, look at it.

Picture #2 (slide 4) – A Ballerina standing on one foot

Comments from the floor:

· I see determination and balance of emotions

· You don’t need to stand on two feet to be balanced

· Concentration helps to keep balance

· Due to constant exercise, even if the environment doesn’t allow us we would find balance.

With absolutely perfect balance there is no movement! 

Life balanced with purpose creates astounding momentum!

Comments from the floor

· If your mindset is not balanced nothing else in your life will be balanced

· Confidence in our life will balance our life

· Nothing in life is balanced because once you refer to yourself as balanced you don’t leave room for growth.

Comments from the floor:

· You can’t balance your life if you don’t know who you really are!

Towards Life Balance

Confirm your purpose: Spend time detecting your life purpose

Four dimensional investments – mind, body, spirit and heart: Identify and implement activities that feed your mind, body and soul.

Comments from the floor:

· Life is a journey and it’s not always smooth, everything is based on what you want to achieve.

· Life is about who you are and what you want, self awareness.

Live, Love, Learn and Live a Legacy, Carmen played a clip on these four areas. In closure, she thanked everyone for their participation and their time.

7. “HEROES” Campaign

Rhulani informed everyone what the AC has been up to for the past few weeks and introduced the HEROES Campaign, as an AIDS Consortium initiative responding to the negative perceptions that HIV is an outcome of sexual excess and low moral character. This perception discourages disclosure and fuels stigma and discrimination.  The campaign aims to eradicate stigma and discrimination on the basis of one’s HIV status by encouraging discussion and disclosure. Through sharing their personal journeys, prominent people living openly with HIV are the chosen custodians of this campaign.

She added by saying “people are not disclosing because of stigma and discrimination, so we’ve (the AC) decided to go out there and get prominent people who are living openly with HIV to come and share their journey with us”.

A video clip was played of Justice Edwin Cameron talking on Treatment, Stigma and Prevention – which he says are his passion on AIDS.

Rhulani introduced The AC’s patron and first HERO, Judge Edwin Justice Cameron who will be sharing his journey with us. She asked everyone to stand up and give him a round of applause. 

Edwin: I want to correct something about this campaign; everyone in this room is a hero because everyone in this room is not silent about HIV. The heroic part about this campaign is that people talk and take a stand with regards to HIV matters, and everyone in this room is affected by HIV. He asked all the people who have lost someone to AIDS to stand up.  “Everyone who stood up must make sure that it doesn’t happen anymore. We are losing too many people each day because of stigma. We all find it difficult to think about death and when I was diagnosed, which was a long time ago in the 1980s; AIDS could not be treated at all. So, I was scared of death. But the bigger thing that I was scared of was stigma… Worse than death I feared stigma. That to me is the biggest tragedy in this whole epidemic. I felt that stigma when I was diagnosed with HIV. I felt that fear – that fear of talking, that fear of sharing, that fear of claiming help. And you know what happened when I started speaking about it, when I disclosed? You know what I received? A four-letter word starting with L – LOVE, LOVE, LOVE. I got a lot of love.  Each one of us knows someone with HIV/AIDS, go to them and asked them if they are on treatment”.  

“It’s a great honor for me to be standing hear and witnessing your commitment in conquering HIV. Our problem is attitude, leadership, stigma and discrimination. I want to see the right of a young girl who chooses when she wants to start having sex, without being pressurized by the partner”.

“There was a misconception in the medical industry that HIV Treatment will wear off after 5yrs; we need to fight for people to know their rights. Everyone must get tested, let’s make this a normal culture to combat discrimination. Hope is the most important thing”

Rhulani opened the floor to questions and comments to Justice Cameron

Comments/questions from the floor:

 Q: The very people who are working at the clinics tell us that treatment only works for 15yrs, 1 regimen in 5yrs, and since there are only three regimens, 15 years is the maximum you can live on treatment. Is this true and if not, how do we correct this? 

A: That is not true; I would like to encourage people to equip themselves with information so that they are able to defend themselves from such hoaxes. You must go out there and spread this good news. Treatment works!

Q: People get tested every time and in most cases they don’t receive any form of counselling. What do people do in this instance? 

A: There’s a problem right there. Isn’t support, friendship and solidarity counseling? It is, and that’s were we need to start, we need to encourage that.

Q: How did you react when you found out you were HIV positive?

A: There were two things in my mind when I discovered I was HIV positive; the first thing was death, and remember, in the 80’s AIDS could not be treated at all. Worse than death, I feared stigma. Most of us are sitting here today afraid to go for a test because of stigma, some people fear stigma more than death.

Q: What are you doing to get the message across at the Judiciary?

A: We’re trying to do what most of you are doing, by getting the information out there. The message everywhere is the same; the message is stigma, treatment or prevention.

Priscilla: When I look at you I see something you spoke about earlier, HOPE – I look at you and think that there is hope, I too can make it! And I’d like to say I really admire your bravery. How long have you been living with the virus?

Justice Edwin Cameron threw the question back at the audience, until someone answered.

A: Twenty-four years ladies and gentlemen, 24 years! And ladies and gentlemen what’s the message from that? The message is what this lady speaks about. Hope! Let us take that message. Let us take it home, let us take it into our own families, into our communities, our own work places, our own street blocks.

Edwin thanked the audience and excused himself.

With these words, Denise thanked Justice Edwin Cameron:  “We are so blessed as the AC to have a patron who is a Judge to come and share his experience with us. Despite all of that is that he’s human, to come out here and talk to us and share his journey – thank you very much Edwin!”
Rhulani informed people about that the dates for the bua have been reviewed and that as of now, Gauteng bua@AC will take place on the first Tuesday of every month and the provincial bua@AC sessions will happen on the second Tuesday of every month. With that, Rhulani invited the attendees to the next Gauteng bua@AC, which will be held on the 3rd of February and discussing the theme of Multiple Concurrent Partners. She pointed out that maybe the venue in use was not the most conducive one as it was too hot and there were challenges with the projection. Furthermore was that the agenda was too congested. This was an observation based on the fact that the meeting started on time, but at 14h30 there were still items outstanding. She indicated that the outstanding items will be dealt with at the next meeting.  

She then asked Gerard to take over with the announcements. 

Gerard appealed to the meeting attendees to bring more people with to the next meeting as it will be looking at the ‘ONE LOVE’ and ‘Scrutinize’ Campaigns.  

8. Announcements by Gerard
· Gerard asked people to go to their communities and check if there is venue to hold our meetings. Help us find a suitable place to host our meeting, as we would like to create a comfortable environment for everyone.

· The next bua@AC is next week, 03rd February 2009. From next week Gauteng will have the meetings on the first Tuesday of the month and the provinces will hold their meetings on the second Tuesday of the month.

· We are looking to have a distribution hub in Orange Farm, if you know anyone or have the space, please contact Bongani Sithole. We are also looking to launch a library in the same area, so please come forward if you can help.

· Gerard, then opened the floor for the exhibitors to market themselves

Avon did a brief presentation on their products and that they are actually here to offer people a business opportunity. People were encouraged talk to the representatives after the meeting.

Carlton Gym also did a presentation and asked people who are interested to consult their table for further explanations and clarifications.

· Denise announced Martha’s departure from the AC.

· Tracy Konstant visited organisations last year for assessments and she’s still going to do the same this year, so people must prepare themselves.

· Gerard: informed people about the gentleman who used the AC’s name to collect money from the stores, using one of the letters we send to our affiliates (Endorsement). The gentleman is now in jail with and will be charged with fraud. Please keep the letters you receive from the AC save, and should you see or hear anything about these fraudulent acts, please report them to the AC. Gerard thanked everyone for coming to the meeting and reminded them to hand in their evaluation forms.

The meeting was adjourned at 14h50.
